Archiving for WikiERA:

I. WikiERA: The site www.erajournal.org/wikiera has been created to serve as a site where authors can share their research papers if they are looking for suggestions or constructive comments on their work. Just like the ERA journal, Editorial, Poetry, Research, Research Methods, Travel Logs, Photo Essays, Videos, Music, or References is what can be submitted here. Here is how you can use the WikiERA:

a. Log on to www.erajournal.org/wikiera. 

b. On the right you will find the login section. If you are a new member, you will have to register with the site.

c. Once you have completed the registration, you will receive an email of confirmation. Follow the information in the email to complete your registration. Login into the website.

On the main page, on the left are the ‘wiki sections’. Click on the one of your interest.

a. On the main page of the selected Wiki section, you can click on ‘‘edit’’ to upload your document or the small logo of the paper-pencil on the right.

b. Before you upload or type out your files, type in the name of the article in double curves brackets and save it.

c. Open up the save link and then upload your article. You can also upload pictures which is located at the bottom of the page above the ‘preview’ button.

d. Look up the WIKI HELP for any other tips needed for formatting using the wikisyntax. 

e. Your edit session lasts only 24 minutes, you have to click on the PREVIEW or SAVE button before the session expires.

f. To track the changes that you have made in your article, you can click on history, which makes a note of every update. You can also look at all the changes that have been made in any sections by clicking on ‘last changes’ found under ‘wiki’ in the left column of contents.

g. If you are reviewing someone else’s work you can ‘add comment’ to offer comments or suggestions on the article.

II. If you would not want edits to be made to your article but would like to receive comments on it, you can submit your manuscript in the ‘Articles’ section. Here you can comment on other manuscripts or upload your own to receive comments.

III. In the FORUM sub-section you can post a comment on the ongoing discussions. There is also a FAQs sub-section.
